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Analysis of incorrect ABO blood typing by doctors in
Jichi Medical School Hospital

Abstract

From 1989 to 2002, we analyzed incorrect ABO biood typing by doctors in Jichi Medical School
Hospital. The number of incorrect ABO blood typing increased to a maximum of 108 in 1997 and then
decreased to 53 in 2002. The percentage of incorrect ABO blood typing ([incorrect ABO blood typing
numbers/ABO blood typing numbers] X 100) showed a similar change in this period. The main cause of
incorrect ABO blood typing was a technical error. A sampling error was shown at a constant frequency
in this period. It is suggested that the guideline on rationalization of blood products, the training of ABO
blood typing for residents and the incident and accident report system will lead to a decrease in

incorrect ABO blood typing.
